Eco Church Watch 

On holiday with friends, we visited a 
craft shop with beautiful blue-green 
sea glass necklaces made from 

broken glass pitted, but smoothed at the edges, by the rough 
and tumble of the waves and sand. The shop keeper told us 
that you can still collect sea glass, but there is less of it as we 
become better at not discarding glass. She explained the 
prevailing problem of microplastics and discarded plastics that 
she and a group of friends collected up for disposal.  

Later, we explored a local gallery 
where colourful mosaics and 
collaged artworks were created 
from single use and microplastics 
with sea themes such as sea 
creatures swimming in dramatic 
seas of blues, greens and purples 
with waves turning into bottles 

and creatures fading behind the waves. They represented the 
dominance of plastics and how they have taken hold, 
destroying and injuring the environment and its creatures.  

The evidence speaks for itself. Although tiny, microplastic 
fragments range from a nanometre, a fraction of the width of 
a human hair, to five millimetres wide, they can be inhaled 
and ingested causing a lot of damage. Some microplastics start 
small, such as microbeads found in cosmetics, but most are 
larger items broken down by environmental action such as 
abrasion by waves and sand. These items include takeaway 
containers, tyres and even paints as well as cling film and 
plastic bottles. Whilst Arctic ice acts as a sink, mopping up 

microplastics, they are released in the ice melts and, thereby, 
impact negatively on the eco system and food chain affecting 
the smallest at the bottom of the chain, such as zooplankton, 
to the largest at the top such as marine mammals.  

Is there anything we can do to reverse the damage or limit it? 
There are many important tasks that can be carried out to 
improve our environment and reverse climate change in the 
sea. There is hope. For example, scientists are conserving and 
restoring coastal and marine ecosystems by restoring sea 
grass and oyster beds which play an important role in carbon 
capture and mitigation of climate change. Others are looking 
at reducing emissions from ships by transitioning to 
alternative fuels such as hydrogen and biofuels.  

As individuals, we can all contribute through sustainable 
practices and energy conservation by reducing plastic 
consumption, choosing sustainable seafood, volunteering for 
beach clean ups and reducing carbon footprints. My Gran, 
forward thinking for the time, got it right. ‘Take your rubbish 
home, don’t drop the sandwich wrapping (greaseproof paper 
at the time) or anything that might cause harm to bird or fish. 
She had the Second World War sense of sustainability gleaned 
in the WI of ‘Waste not, want not,’ but she also had a passion 
for nature and said we must learn to live in harmony with 
plants and animals. She read Rachel Carson’s ‘Silent Spring’ on 
the effects of harmful chemicals on the environment, and she 
inspired me.  

Inspire each other, whether parents, grandparents or young 
people, to be aware and see what you can do to be 
sustainable or how you can volunteer to help the environment 
and the climate this summer.
